Meeting Minutes: November 2, 2007

Meeting opened at 08:30 AM.

Annette Libby, Bartlett Recreation Director, met with the Selectmen to give them the following updates: 
1.) She has received two resumes for the open position on Kids Kaleidoscope. Selectman Tanguay will help with the interviews. 
2.) Flag football went well. They played Madison and hope to add Tamworth to that list next year. This year they played at home and on Saturdays. Libby looked into tackle football and it would cost $250.00 per child to outfit and she has put this on hold to do further checking into the numbers as well as the liability issue. 
3.) Libby has been looking into adult kickball and has it on hold for now as she is looking for someone who would like to run the program. Libby is also looking into having agreements signed of no alcohol. The other problem is that they would have to play at the Conway Recreation Field in Center Conway as the park in North Conway is no longer available and some people weren’t receptive of this. 
4.) Libby has sent items for the town web site and it hasn’t been put on.  Selectman Garland telephoned Craig Harrison Consulting Group to try to find out where the glitch is. Libby will send more info and follow it up with a telephone call to make sure Harrison receives it. 
5.) Libby inquired as to who would be responsible to pay for background checks on volunteers/workers for the recreation department. The Selectmen stated that the Town will pay for the background checks. 
6.) Libby had sent out surveys about the summer program and had the results for the Selectmen to review. Reviews were positive.
7.) Selectman Garland informed Libby that he is still working on obtaining a Christmas tree for the park. It was also agreed that the existing trees that are in the back should be decorated. 
8.) Libby mentioned that the prep work is being done for the skating rink and that they will have side boards but leave the ends open to make it easier for clearing snow. 
9.) Libby has written to Kennett High School about purchasing a shed from them but to date has heard nothing back. 
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10.) The VFW hall has been painted and there are two gallons of ceiling paint left over and she is going to see if she can trade those two gallons for some paint to do the kitchen. 
11.) Chairman Chandler inquired about the fertilizing of the precinct ball field, but thinks it may be too late to do that this year.
Police Chief Timothy Connifey updated the Selectmen on the following:

1.) Officer Ed Conley will graduate the part time police academy next week.

2.) The new full time Officer Suzanne Scott is ready to start work on November 5th.

3.) Next year he would like to replace hats and pants for the police officers and he is ready to start working on the police department budget for 2008.

4.) Procedural Policy for sex offender notifications when a subject moves into town was discussed and it was decided the police need to work closely with the school in hopes to avoid hysteria among the students and their parents. Selectman Tanguay would like to see the school do an educational program on a regular basis.  
The Selectmen had a telephonic conference with the town’s attorney, Attorney Charles Tucker, on various legal issues.

Selectmen reviewed correspondence, building permits, signed letters and checks prior to and throughout the meeting.
